Cookery Nook

Green Tomato Pickles Courtesy Gabriell Marlow
1kg green tomatoes 2teasp Tumeric
14 Cauliflower broken into fragments 2teasp dry Mustard
675gr Onions chopped 2 teasp Curry Powder
50gr salt Y2 teasp grated Nutmeg
11/2. litres Malt Vinegar ' teasp ground cloves
11/4 Brown Sugar Y4 teasp ground Ginger
150g Flour

Arrange the vegetables., in layers, in a bowl, sprinkling each layer generously
with the salt. Cover with water and set aside overnight. Drain and rinse in cold
running water.

Put 11/4 litres of the vinegar and the sugar into a saucepan and bring to the boil.
Stir in the vegetables, then bring to the boil again. Mix all the remaining
ingredients with the remaining vinegar, then stir into the pan, simmer for 10
minutes or until the pickle is thick .

Makes about 4kg.

Way Back When

Henry Harry - A Portrait Courtesv Janine King

Old maps refer to The Private Village of Balmoral. That was not uncommon at
the time (Hilltop was also called the "Private Village" of Jellore). However it did
not mean that the village was to be designed along the lines of the English
Manorial Village as some supposed.

The stories of Henry Harry being 'a remittance man, an illegitimate son of English
royalty and a wealthy aristocrat all proved to be untrue. Instead, the research I
have been doing I discovered a different man entirely. He was an assisted
immigrant, born in 1835 and the fifth child of ten children born to Aamia (nee
Richards) and John Harry at St. Keverne in Cornwall, England.

His siblings were - Sarah (b 1826), Elizabeth (b 1830), John (b 1832), Mary (b
1834), Ann (b 1837 - christened as Nancy), James (b 1838) and Amy (b 1841),
and Lovdy (b 1845). His sister Alice died in 1843. She was 7 months old.

By the age of sixteen, Henry Harry had become an apprentice carpenter to his
grandfather, Francis Richards of "Roaring Stile". His father, a tenant farmer of
"Polkurch', a fifty-four acre farm, (which is still farmed today) died when Henry
was nine.

In 1857 (aged 22) Henry Harry left Plymouth with his brother James (aged 19) on
board the ship "Zemindar". They landed in Sydney on the 23rd of August. The
passage took 95 days and cost them £1 each. They were both 'labourers' and both
able to read and write. Their religion is recorded as Church of England. They had
at least one relation 'in the colony' listed as James Richards (their Uncle, residing
in Bathurst

Henry Harry must then have become a hard worker, building up business sense
and capital. Using Sands directory I found a Henry Harry listed as grocer,
Cleveland St.in 1883 and storekeeper Toothill St Petersham in 1882. '84 '85 '86
and '87 (ironmonger and grocer). These entries may both be the Henry Harry
who came to Balmoral.

He was 32 years of age when he married Esther Moore on 9th August 1867 (his
occupation was described as a ship carpenter on his marriage certificate). Esther's
mother was Eliza (nee Dix) and her father Hezekiah. Esther was 21, having been



born 14th Nov 1846. They were married (as Wesleyans) at "Shepherd's Paddock”
in Darlington, Sydney.

Henry Harry resided in Australia for at least twenty years before building Truro at
Balmoral (then Bargo Siding) for his wife and three (teenage) children. The year
in which Truro was built I do not know for certain. The sale of the property to
Henry Harry is dated 1889 and in thel891 census, it was recorded that there were
six males and seven females staying at Truro. That would leave 4 males and 4
females, possibly being guests.

When Henry Harry died, the valuation of Truro (..."brick built containing 10
rooms and a young orchard...") was calculated to be £1,200. He also owned two
brick cottages in Pigott St, Petersham that were rented out. There were two
weatherboard cottages (one described as being very old and sharing a common
boundary to the Truro land) and another on three-quarters of an acre which he
was renting out. The latter was let in the summer months at 17/6 per week. There
was a further £1,424 of his estate on which death duties had to be paid.

The piano was the most valuable single item in Truro at the time of his death
(valued at £15). In the six bedrooms there were 11 beds (after all it was a guest
house too). The books in the drawing room were valued to £3 but it was the
subscriptions to the Daily Telegraph, Sydney Mail, the Southern Mail and the
Herald that had cost £5:45:6 (and still to be paid).

He kept two cows and some hens, but no horse and cart in the inventory. He did
though have a plough, scarifier and harrows. Had the horse been left out of the
inventory or did he hire the horse when required? Or did he borrow his
neighbours?

The legacy left by the Harry family is not only the grand residence called "Truro'
built for them but also the naming of the roads in the local vicinity. We have
Amy, Emily, William, Henry and Harry Sts in Balmoral but there is no Esther
road. Perhaps her name should be considered in any new road constructed here.

Henry Harry died on 1 1th January 1893 at the age of 38 (although his death certificate states that he died at
the age of 55 yrs as does his headstone) from "Chronic Bright's Disease" (a disease of the kidneys). Dr Mills
of Mittagong attended him in the early hours of the moming he died. He was buried in the Church of

England section at the Lower Mittagong Cemetery (Rowes Hill),
The Bowral Free Press (Sat 14th Jan 1893) records that "An old resident of Baimoral, My Henry Harry died
at his residence at an early hour on Wednesday (11th) after a lengthy illness, extending over many monihs.



He was well-known as an energetic and prominent citizen, and will be greatly missed from the public ranks
of the town he had made his home for six years. The deceased gentleman has left a widow and three
children”. V'From a letrer to J.King (23/8/1998) from Derick Joseph Harry (a descendant of Henry Harry's
brother. John)

News from the Captain:
Good day to you;

The colder weather has begun which means our fire places, electric and gas
heaters are being used, here are few helpful tips to keep the family safe:

e A wire mesh screen should be used for any open fire place to reduce the
risk, of logs rolling or burning sparks coming out of the fire place.

e Keep any combustible materials away (i.e. drying of clothing and linen)
from any electric, gas and wood fireplace/heater. Keep any portable heaters
away from curtains as well.

e Keep children well away from heaters and fire places or bon-fires as there
clothing or sleep wear may be combustible.

e Watch any cooking on the stove stop; turn it off if you have to leave it for a
minute.

Village Brigade Hazard Reductions:

Brigade volunteers will be conducting a number of hazard reductions in the
village area weather permitting over the next couple of months leading up to
summer.

If you are doing your own clean up keep the pile to a manageable size, the
material you are burning needs to be dry, and let your neighbors’ know before
you light up.

Thank you to Volunteer Glen Greenup who made and installed two metal checker
plate ramps for the inside of the station.

Thank you to Volunteers Peter Lawrence and Peter McCutcheon for their
continued work around the station, they have recently installed a reversing



camera to our category 2 fire tanker making a safer working area for the pump
operator.

Please ensure you clear around the pile and have a source of water close by, no
lighting up if it is to windy!

Village Fire Station:

The volunteers have completed more work at the Fire Station,
We have installed a projector screen which we received through a grant from the
Rural Fire Service Association to assist with meetings and training

Volunteering or Donating:

Have you thought of ‘Volunteering or Donating to help our Volunteer Brigade
Members protect our Village?

Either by volunteering your Time or Donating to our equipment and trammg fund
would be a very welcomed assistance.

We are a Volunteer organization and rely on fund raising and donations to keep
our fire fighters safe with the correct equipment and training equipment, while
protecting Life and Property in our Village.
